Project glossary

background
The part of a piece of artwork that seems furthest away.
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facial expression
A look on someone’s face that shows how they feel.
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figure drawing
A drawing showing the subject’s whole body.
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gallery
A room that is used for displaying artwork.
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monarch
A king or queen who rules a kingdom.
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object
A thing that can be touched and seen.
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portrait

A painting or photograph of a person.

pose

The way a person sits or stands when they are going to be drawn,
painted or photographed.
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thumbnail sketch
A quick drawing that is usually very small.
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
